Light: Full Sun to part shade

Bloom Time: Spring

Flower: Inconspicuous;  Greenish, white 
Interest: Evergreen foliage, winter berries   Uses: Fill plants or hedges
Characteristics: Birds and animals love the berries;  Humans should not ingest the berries
Maintenance:  Low Maintenance;  pruning should be done in the fall to promote better growth.

Characteristics: Attracts butterflies and birds
Maintenance:  Feed once a year with slow release fertilizer.  After the last frost in early spring, use loppers to cut it down about 1/3 of its size.  They deadhead themselves, no need to do it.

Light:  Part Sun to Full Shade
Moisture:  Moist, well drained
Bloom Time:  Summer/Late Summer  Flower: Trumpet Shape, Purple Color
Interest: Foliage


 Uses: Accent, border
Characteristics: Attracts butterflies and birds
Maintenance:  Doesn’t like to get to dry, needs watering if in drought.  Allow to die back in fall, can clean up in the spring so it protects itself.
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6.  Yarrow:  Perennial Herbaceous

Bloom Time: Late Spring-Early Fall
Flower:   Yellow

 Uses: Borders, herb & gardens
Characteristics: Attractive to bees, butterflies and birds
Maintenance:  Drought Tolerant.  Dead head as needed.  Cut back in late fall.

7.  Rose of Sharon:  Deciduous Flowering Shrub

Flower:  White with Burgundy Center 

Uses: Hedge, foundation
Characteristics: Attracts Humming Birds
Maintenance:  Drought Tolerant;  Foliage shows late spring.  Can prune as needed
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
